At our conference, we want to discuss the role played by the "Oriental" or
Asian component in the global context. We want to analyze how Oriental
artistic practices, theories, and materials not only responded to what is
called "global art history" but also actively shaped it and were an integral
part of it. It is important to demonstrate that there are not only Western
European aesthetic theories and concepts, but also Eastern ones, which
influenced the development of art across a vast territory and periodically
"invade" the space of European and Russian artistic development.

The conference will address key problems:

« History of Oriental art: locality vs. subordination to homogenizing
globalism.

« Analysis of works of Oriental art: methodological tools.

« How has the circulation of art objects, artists, and ideas within and
beyond Asia complicated national art histories?

« Local systems of knowledge about Oriental art (for example, the Chinese
theory of “xie-yi” %, the Indian aesthetic theory of “rasa”, Islamic
aniconism) and their challenge to universalizing concepts of art history.

« Local theories of Oriental art (the concept of “wabi-sabi” (f£ %) for the
analysis of contemporary ceramic practice; the use of the Indian theory of
“dhvani” (subtext) for the interpretation of painting; the study of the
significance of Sufi poetics for understanding calligraphy and the European
analytical dictionary of art criticism: context-dependence VS universality.

« The influence of the Great Silk Road on the development of artistic
traditions of Eurasia

« Changes in the meaning of art objects when they are moved from a local
context to a global collection.

The conference will provide a discussion platform for involving
representatives of the academic, museum, and educational communities
from China, India, and Iran:
